(3) Period: From June, 2024 to July, 2024
(4) Internship Period: About four weeks

(5) Number of candidates: Three students (Note) Number of candidates is subject to change.

(6) Accommodation: University residence

(7) Credits: Two credits will be granted for the Research Internship course

4. How to apply
Please write your research theme, name of host professors at USask who you wish to work with,
and reason for wishing to go to Saskatchewan on the application form in English. Ask your major
advisory professor to sign the form before you submit it to the UGAS office
(rendai@iwate-u.ac.jp) no later than Tuesday, December 26, 2023.

If you have dates within the above period which you will not be able to join the internship (e.g.
only because of special reasons such as attending lectures), please contact the UGAS office via

email (rendai@iwate-u.ac.jp).

In case you will not be able to submit the application form by the submission deadline,
please let us know in advance.

Please list the name of several professors/researchers at Saskatchewan because there is a
possibility that you will not be accepted due to their schedule. In addition, professors/researchers
other than the college of agriculture and bioresources might be able to accept you, so please refer
to the researchers in other colleges at USask as well.

5. Requirements

(1) Applicants must consult with their major advisory professor and get permission from them.

(2) If the applicant is selected, the major supervisor (Iwate UGAS) should have a preliminary

meeting with the University of Saskatchewan faculty regarding the research internship.

(3) Travel expenses (Calculated by land route in Japan) to USask and accommodation fees

(university residence cost) will be paid by UGAS. Students will be responsible for meals and other

living expenses.

(4) If more than three students apply, a selection process will take place. Selection will be made
based on applicants’ ambition, English skills, conditions at USask, experience abroad and
possibility of developing into joint research etc.

(5) For convenience, the applicant must have a credit card or other online payment method in

his/her own name for various procedures.
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
